Thurgood Marshall- He was a lawyer who defended people at a time when not all people had equal rights.  He was the first African American justice of the United States Supreme Court.

Susan B. Anthony- She fought for women's right to vote. The nineteenth amendment to the Constitution gave women the right to vote.  It was called the Susan B. Anthony Amendment in her honor.
Cezar Chavez- (California) spoke Spanish, believed violence and selfishness were wrong, was a migrant worker, took part in strikes and fought for low wages and poor working conditions, formed National Farm Workers Association

Mary Bethune- 1875-1955 Born in South Carolina, African American educator, civil rights leader, started school for African American students in Florida, worked for election of FDR

Fredrick Douglass- 1818-1895, born a slave in Maryland, was an American social reformer, escaped slavery, leader of the abolitionist movement, supported women’s suffrage, believed in equality of all people, produced The North Star newspaper, lived in Washington D.C.

Paul Revere- 1735-1818, born in Boston Massachusetts, silversmith, goldsmith, dentist, engraver, owned a hardware store, one of the leaders of the Boston Tea Party, organized Mechanics group from Sons of Liberty, rode from Boston through Lexington to Concord to warn patriots that British were coming, was a Federalist

Franklin D. Roosevelt- born in NY in 1882-1945, had polio, he led US through the Great Depression and WWII, 32nd president, created Social Security

Eleanor Roosevelt- contributed to welfare of mankind- humanitarian efforts to children, oppressed and poor, worked at the United Nations, helped found UNICEF and establish Declaration of Human Rights, fought for Civil Right

Lyndon B. Johnson- 1908-1973 36th president, fought against poverty and worked for poor people to have better medical care, took over after JFK, upheld civil rights, president during Vietnam War
